This includes the
incredible enormous hanging tapestry of
Jesus, the impressive glass west screen of
angels and the magnificent stained-glass
windows. .
Secondly , the cathedral is a house of God
and a haven of peace away from the busy
city. Many people come in each day to pray
and/or light a candle in memory of a loved
one or special event. The cathedral is a cen-
tre for reconciliation and peace throughout
the world having links with over 300 organi-

sations and places

Prayers are
offered regularly in the cathedral throughout
the day for world peace, unity and
reconciliation. .

There are a number of services taking place
in the Cathedral including morning and eve-
ning prayer every day.
